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Principal Speaks

1 am pleased to record here that we
have turned yet another successful year of
all round progress. Academically we achi-
eved excellent results both at the Board and
University examinations. Qur results have
been around 96% in the last four consecu-
tive yeats in the Board Examination, while
in the T. Y. B. Com. Examination conducted
by the University our result was 71% as
against 44% of the University. Another not-
able feature at the University examination
has been that over 75% of the candidates
who had applied for “revaluation’ were
declared successful and surprisingly majority
of them in high Second class.

| would like to devote the following
{few lines to highlight some of the problems
faced by our teachers, students, their
worrying parents and by us in our efforts
to manage our institution efficiently.

Ideally any student intending to pur-
sue education should be able to get admis-
sion to the institution of his choice and for
the course of his liking. Unfortunately it
will not be possible in an overpopulated
metropolis like Bombay where students
outnumber and institutions are few in
number. As a result a number of students
go without admission and are compelled
to depend on ‘distance education” or
Correspondence Course. Heavy expendi-
ture incurred by the Government for promo-
tion of education is far too insufficient to
accomodate all students.

Academicians should realize.the need
of greater participation by philanthropists

in this area for the worthy cause. With

ever growing student population enough

educational institutions will be required

to be planned in advance to avoid any
possible discontent or frustration in the
student-community in the near future.

With limited number of colleges at present,
there is severe competition for admission
among students not only for medical and
engineering seats but also for Degree
Courses in Science and Commerce. We
therefore, expect and advise all those
students who are fortunate 1o get admi-
ssion to seize full advantage by engaging
themselves deeply in studies. In the
process, our students bring honour to
themselves, their teachers, their parents
and their institution,

As a student, | was fortunate to get

~ excellent guidance from my teachers for

whom | had and still have Immense respect.
| have been making all efforts to follow my
teachers’ example in guiding my students
to the best of my ability, | am happy | have
achieved encouraging results. Many of my
past students are well settled in their res-
pective professions, business and indusrty.
One of my past student is to-day in the Exe-
cutive Council of our University along with
one of our teachers. Both have an oppor-
tunity to bring honour to our institution and
contribute to the growth of academics and
for the welfare of the student community.

While all of us are busy involved in
bringing up our students to become worthy



citizens of our -country, some of the recent
incidents involving students have sent
shock waves throughout the country. Burn-
ing to death a girl student in the examina-
tion hall, killing alady ungreatefully for
a few ‘chips’ by the clase friends, molesting
a girl student in the campus, murder of
a student in the canteen a few years
back and another law student recently in
the western suburbs are shocking acts of
violence unexpected of students. This
could be on account of degradation in
moral values. Parents have no time to
attend to their children. Teachers are too
busy to give proper guidance to students.
indifference by theit parents and neglect
by their teachers result in frustration for
them. In the process, they tend to deve-
lop a liking for anti-sccial activities It is,
therefore, our moral responsibility and pious
duty as parents and teachers to bring up
students to become worthy citizens of
this great country. In other words, we as
teachers, owe our responsibility to motivate
our students to bring honour to themselves,
their parents, their teachers and their

institution.

We have been as a matter of policy
giving our best attention to our students’
needs. We honestly feel that within our
flimitations, they are entitfed to get good
education for the fees they are paying.

We advise our students to attend
their classes in their own interest. We
also advise our teachers to engage their
classes in accordance with their time table
and create enough interest to attract stu-
dents. In our opinion it is better to attract
students in full strength by creating interest
in the subject than by forcing them com-
pulsorily in the clags rooms. Inour experie-

nce forced attendance leads to -disturbance.
On the other hand, we command respect
from them when they come to their classes
on their own and listen to us with rapt atte-
ntion. We discourage students asking for
tranfers from one division to another or
demanding for a change in their teacher.
We convince them that it is easier to change
the college but difficult to change the
teacher. In order to overcome the problem
of poor attendance, | would advise my
teachers to improve their own efficiency
and develop their teaching skills.

While on the subject, we recall a
complaint was lodged by a senate member
against us that we had wrongly sent
up 48 students deficient in attendance
to the Board Examination. We amply
proved with documentary evidence that
the students were not short in attendance
and that the notice was only a threat
and warning to the students to im-
prove their attendance.. We only show
the stick to maintain discipline and use it
only when we must.

With over 96% result in the Board
Examination that year, most of the 48
students had passed with good marks.
lf we were to heed to the advice of the
Senator and detain them, they would have
been put to grevious loss of one vear.
As a matter of policy we would not like
to mar the future of our students in order
to please a Senator or couple of teachers.
We expect both our teachers, and our
students to realise their responsibilities and
perform their duties.

With the transfer of F.Y. & S.Y B. Com,
Examination to the Colleges by the Univer-
sity, our problems have increased many
folds. Under difficult conditions we are
required to maintain secrecy, conduct

o
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examination & declare the results in time.
Earlier we were also required to hold the
supplimentary examination and declare the
results before the College re-opened in
June. As most of our examiners consi-
dered it a thankiess job, we requested the
University to take over Examination work

as in the past and as other Universities do.

In colleges, paper setters and Exa-
miners being the same, there is wide scope
for all kinds of rumours. There is a gene-
ral feeling among the students that only
those who can afford private tuitions get
the ‘:buttered slice”.
of question paper is common, as most of
the teachers are paper setters who discuss
important topics in their classes.

We have observed in many cases
answerbooks are not properly or fully
assessed and judiciously valued There-
fore, the academicians and the University
have rightly felt the need to give the
advantage of “’Revaluation’’ of answerbooks

to the students. In other words, a student

. failing in 3 or more subjects can get his

answerbooks “REVALUED" or “REASSES-

SED™ under the system. On analysis we
have observed that over 75% of the can-

. didates who had demanded revaluation

last year were declared successful and
majority of them in Second Class. In our
opinion this is a serious anomaly. This is

Rumour of leakage .

possible only when answerbooks are notpro-
perly or judiciously assessed in the first inst-
ance. We had brought to the attention of
the expert committee of the University that
one of our former teachers and examiner
had given zero mark for not having cor-
rectly numbered the questions. The candi-
date having First Class record would have
failed and lost a precious one year if our
examination committee had not taken
prompt and proper decision right in time.

We have also pointed out that another
examiner had given 28 marks out of 50 for
rewriting the entire question paper, seven
times in 3 suppliments. The student com-
munity would lose the confidence in the
examination system if answerbooks are
assessed in so erratic a manner. The

University should find out a remedy to
prevent further deterioration in the system.
There are  number of areas where impro-
vements should be considered necessary
in order to hold the examinations and
declare the results on schedule.

| have made a modest effort to
bring to your attention only a few of our
many problems to enable you to appreciate
and understand our difficulties in managing
an institution of nearly 4000 students.

I will now briefly report here under
some salient features of our activities and
achievements for your information.

Our Management makes every effort
to encourge students to develop their talents



in the fields of sports Dramatics and other
extra curricular activities. In order to promo-
te talent & competitive spirit the manage-
ment liberally distributes Prizes among
participants.

In addition to students-teacher council
we have language Associations in Hindi,
Marathi & Gujrati, The N.S. S., Planning
Forum, Action Film Society, Fine Arts,
Sports & Culture Councils etc. are some of
the associations which are very active and
efficiently managed by our enterprising boys
under the able guidance of their teachers.

Unqalified
doctor prescribe wrong medicines which
make us very ill indeed, Similarly unqua-
lified engineers also produce faulty mach-
ines which ultimately lead to accidents.

We must pledge to remove corruption
from our country, Now that a new goven-
ment is formed we must take this oppurt-
unity to put an earnest foot forward in
our war against corruption particularly in
Colleges.

.Nalanda and Taxila catered to their needs.
There were many learned men and scholars

in india too like Dr. C. V. Raman Dr.

Homi Bhaba and many
others who deelicated their lives for the
betterment of India and the Indian people.
Rabindranath Tagore, started the ‘Shanti-
niketan’ where the students were taught
in open places, under the shade of
trees. In those days education was the
pride of the person and hence the students
were very devoted towards studies. The
students were also very honest, humble
and truthful However Education in this peri-
od was considered the right of the higher
class people and the rich peoplc only. The
barrier of caste and class come in the
way of education, as a result of which
the poor and low caste peopie were
deprived of their education.
