Future of Economics reforms in India.

India’s economic growth over the past 13 years of
economic reforms has been one of the world’s
fastest for large countries. The reforms en-
compassed all the diverse segments of economic
activity; though their coverage and depth varied
across different sectors of the economy. The key
issue that has arisen in recent year is the
deceleration in growth in general, and in industry
and agriculture in particular. There is growing
impatience in the country as the fact that a large
number of people continues to be object in poverty
and there are alarming gaps in social attainment
even after 13 years of economic reforms. To
overcome the challenge, we must strengthen what
has worked well and should avoid repeating the
past mistakes. There must be willingness to modify
policies and institutions based on past experience
keeping in mind the changes that take place in the
economy and the world. Some of the emerging
issues which needs implantation for the future of
economic reforms are role of government,
agricultures, fiscal policy and many more.

Government plays a very important role in
promoting development. For instance, the social
sectors where its role will clearly expend and
infrastructure development where the gaps are
large and private sector cannot be expected to step
in significantly. In these area, the role of
government may have to be expanded and
restructured. Expansion in some are of
infrastructure development which are unlikely
to attract private investment. eg. : rural
infrastructure and road development where as in
telecommunication , Power & Ports etc. Private
sector can play a much greater role provided an
appropriate policy frame work is in place. Here, the
role of government needs to change to facilitate
such investment as much as possible while still
remaining a public sector services provider for

some time. In all these areas, the role of

government as a regulator, ensuring a fair deal for
consumers, transparency and accountability and a
level playing field is also extremely important.

Indian agriculture is one of the most neglected
sector in terms of policy how productivity and high
cost of production has reduced the profitability and

Fiscal consolidations, a key element in the package
of economic reforms remains an unfinished task.
An effort has to be made to raise the tax ang non-
tax revenue of government in an efficient and
transparent manner. Lowering tax rates apg
broadening of the tax base through plugging of
loopholes and reduction of exemptions are called
for. Here, it is important to reiterate that the
agricultural incomes particularly in case of large
sized farmers must be brought under the preview of
taxation. Moreover current expenditure of the
government have to be lowered so that the
pressures on the interest rates are lowered. The
sluggishness of public capital expenditure has
began to act as a deterrent to further rapid
economic growth. It is imperative that capital
expenditure be increased. Hence, the government
has to prepared to initiate a phase where capital
expenditure grows faster than current expenditure
and over all fiscal deficit declines. Thus, a judicious
mix of expenditure reduction and expenditure
switching policies is called for. While
recommending increased capital expenditure ley
the government, we should be careful to insist upon
a high degree of productivity of such expenditure.
State Government can legitimately undertake much
of this expenditure. It would be important to
supervise and recommend such expenditure an
ensure its co-ordination and harmonization across
state boundaries.

Finally, it may be said that the Indian economy has
shown that it is capable of achieving high Qfo“’ﬂ}
rates in response to the implementation ©
appropriate economic reform policies.

“Place where blood is collected, sorted, store and
distributed are known as Blood Bank”. Blood
banks are managed by trained technicians and
Doctors who are on duty for 24 hours a day to
attend to the emergency needs of patients.

Blood with all its components intact is known as
whole blood. It is preserved dry adding
anticoagulants to prevents clotting. When blood
transfusions were first used on a large scale during
WORLD WAR - I (1914-18) Sodium Citrate was
used as safe anticoagulants. Prompt refrigeration at
a temperature of 4” to 6'C made its possible to keep
whole blood for upto a week. A better whole blood
preservative came into use in 1944. It consisted of
sodium citrate, citric acid and dextrose. It was called
acid citrate dextrose or ACD-Citrate is the actual
anticoagulant Dextrose. (Which is another name
for Glucose) nourishes the blood cells while in
storage. Whole blood could then be refrigerated in
good condition for upto 21 days. Today even better
preservatives such as adenine. Citrate phosphate
dextrose (adenine CPD) permit blood to be stored
for upto 35 days. Blood is collected from donors
under aseptic conditions in polythene bags or glass
bottles, pre-sterilised plastic containers and tubes
reduce the likehood of contamination. After typing
and processing, the whole blood with preservative
added is properly labelled indicating its blood types
and then stored for quick & easy recognition

different coloured
labels are used for different
blood types. Whole blood
connot be stored for long

durations by freezing
because it will destroy the
blood cells. Storing at 4°-6° C brings about slow
metabolic changes in red blood cells. That is why
whole blood cannot be stored beyond a few weeks.

Modern medical facility cannot be considered
adequate without a blood bank. Public can used
blood banks either when somebody wish to donate
blood or when a patient is in need of blood. During
blood donation which cause no harm to the donor,
350ml of blood is withdrawn at a time. This blood
loss will be made good by the body within 3 days.
However, people with a history of certain disease

such as hepatitis, malaria, syphilis shoy]
donate blood. When patients need bloog i ot
bank may either sell it or they may insist ’t ,
equal amount of same type of bloog sho
donated by the friends & relatives of the p
Many blood banks offer concessions to
donors.

“Place where blood is collected, sorted, store and
distributed are known as Blood Bank”. Blood
banks are managed by trained technicians and
Doctors who are on duty for 24 hours a day to
attend to the emergency needs of patients.

Blood with all its components intact is known as
whole blood. It is preserved dry adding
anticoagulants to prevents clotting. When blood
transfusions were first used on a large scale during
WORLD WAR - I (1914-18) Sodium Citrate was
used as safe anticoagulants. Prompt refrigeration at
a temperature of 4° to 6’C made its possible to keep
whole blood for upto a week. A better whole blood
preservative came into use in 1944. It consisted of
sodium citrate, citric acid and dextrose. It was called
acid citrate dextrose or ACD-Citrate is the actual
anticoagulant Dextrose. (Which is another name
for Glucose) nourishes the blood cells while in
storage. Whole blood could then be refrigerated in
good condition for upto 21 days. Today even better
preservatives such as adenine. Citrate phosphate
dextrose (adenine CPD) permit blood to be stored
for upto 35 days. Blood is collected from donors
under aseptic conditions in polythene bags or glass
bottles, pre-sterilised plastic containers and tubes
reduce the likehood of contamination. After typing
and processing, the whole blood with preservative
added is properly labelled indicating its blood types
and then stored for quick & easy recognition
different coloured
labels are used for different
blood types. Whole blood
connot be stored for long
durations by freezing
because it will destroy the
blood cells. Storing at 4°-6° C brings about slow
metabolic changes in red blood cells. That is why
whole blood cannot be stored beyond a few weeks.

Modern medical facility cannot be considered
adequate without a blood bank. Public can used
blood banks either when somebody wish to donate
blood or when a patient is in need of blood. During
blood donation which cause no harm to the donor,
350ml of blood is withdrawn at a time. This blood
loss will be made good by the body within 3 days.
However, people with a history of certain disease

such as hepatitis, malaria, syphilis shoy d g
donate blood. When patients need blood
bank may either sell it or they may i insist thoy
equal amount of same type of blood shoulq tan
donated by the friends & relatives of the Patien d be
Many blood banks offer concessions ¢, ree fs.
